Landscape Attributes

Stand Fast Norway Maple is a dense deciduous tree with
a narrowly upright and columnar growth habit. Its
relatively coarse texture can be used to stand it apart
from other landscape plants with finer foliage.

This is a relatively low maintenance tree, and should not
require much pruning, except when necessary, such as to
remove dieback. It has no significant negative
characteristics.
